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First Records of Opiinae of Estonia (Hymenoptera: Braconidae)
Maximilian FISCHER & Martti KOPONEN (MS finished 09.07.2002)

Abstract
A list of Opiinae of Estonia is given. The distribution compared with neighboring Finland.
Key words: First records of Opiinae from Estonia.

Summary: Material and results

Author Koponen has collected in Estonia three times: 28.5-7.6.1990, 21-27.5.1991 and
10-15.6.1995. So far 133 specimens and 37 species of Opiinae belonging to three genera
(Eurytenes FOERSTER, Opius WESMAEL sensu lato, Biosteres FOERSTER) have been deter-
mined mainly by author Fischer. One specimen was found in Zoological Museum of
Helsinki University (MZH, curator A. Albrecht). The rest is housed in the collections of
the Department of Applied Biology, University of Helsinki (DAZH, curator M. Koponen,
now in retirement). If not otherwise indicated the material was collected by M. Koponen.
The identifications are made on the base of Fischer’s system (see references: FISCHER
1972, 1999, 2001; FiscHER & KOPONEN 2000a, b). The distribution of several species in
neighboring Finland is indicated.

Zusammenfassung: Material und Ergebnisse

Erste Meldungen von Opiinae aus Estland. Autor Koponen sammelte drei Mal in Estland:
28.5-7.6.1990, 21-27.5.1991 und 10-15.6.1995. Es wurden 133 Exemplare mit 37 Arten
der Opiinae von drei Gattungen (Eurytenes FOERSTER, Opius WESMAEL sensu lato,
Biosteres FOERSTER) hauptsachlich von Autor Fischer determiniert. Ein Exemplar wurde
im Museum Zoologicum in Helsinki (MZH, Kurator A. Albrecht) gefunden. Die iibrigen
Exemplare werden im Department of Applied Biology, University of Helsinki , Viikki
(DAZH, Kurator M. Koponen, jetzt im Ruhestand) aufbewahrt. Falls nicht anders ange-
geben, sind die Exemplare von M. Koponen gesammelt. Die Bearbeitung erfolgte auf der
Basis des von M. Fischer vorgeschlagenen Systems (siehe Literatur: FISCHER 1972, 1999,
2001; FiscHER & KOPONEN 2000a, b). Verbreitungen im benachbarten Finnland werden
angezeigt.
